Lonnie Lee Singer Songwriter Legend
Lonnie Lee, one of Australia’s true Hit Parade Music Legends has celebrated his
51st year on stage.  In May 1956 he entered the 2UW Amateur Hour which started his first professional bookings. Then in Feb 1957 he won the title ‘Australia’s Elvis Presley’ at the Trocadero. Not long after this he started his first Rockabilly trio which some say was the first professional one in Australia. In his new country rockabilly single self penned album,‘North West Mail’, he sings about it.
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The Legendary blues band ‘CHAIN’, call him the “father of Australian Rockabilly”, and in fact wrote and released tribute song to him, ’Saturday Night at the Trocadero watching Lonnie Lee’.  Talented  star Russell Morris says, Lonnie Lee is the “REAL THING”.
To describe him in a sentence.. 
He is Johnny Cash, Roy Orbision and an early Elvis, all rolled into one.

This is no clone pretend show. The number one hits he sings are his own and virtually every song he presents are from the many best selling records or CD’s he has released over the last 48 years and he sings some of the songs he wrote for Johnny Cash and the Big O.
As well as more current songs, his new show takes his audiences back to his roots from the passive 50’s hits of 1957 to the classic rockers!!  No, these are not ‘club land’ renditions!  He does them all with a unique ‘Lonnie Lee’ edge and freshness, which has audiences sitting on the edge of their chairs, itching to get up and dance.  He also includes an extremely popular segment where he reflects on some singers who influenced the young Lonnie Lee such as early Elvis, Marty, Ricky, Buddy, Chuck, Johnnie Ray and others.
Styles visited include rockabilly, blues, rock, country, rock’n’roll and impact ballads. No one is left out when visiting a Lonnie Lee show. The show cannot be just called a rock’n’roll show as it is not ‘just’ that. It can only be described as a show featuring one of Australia’s most successful Hit Parade and Television stars of the last 50 years, who is more vibrant and current today than ever. 
The Leemen are always an integral part of the show, with their wonderful harmonies and musical excellence – they truly are a “supportive” band.  In the first part of the regular show, they take the audience on their own trip through a great selection of songs, including their own tribute to some of the great stars of those early days.
Long Way to the Top
His Australia wide appearances on the most successful all Australian show ever, ‘Long Way To The Top’, have accorded him with accolades from all areas. Each night he was introduced like this.. “In the early sixties, no one had more hits than this guy, he was great then and he is greater now...  Here he is... Lonnie Lee”                                        
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Peer compliments

Lonnie’s peers on that tour, Russell Morris, Ross Wilson of Daddy Cool, Jim Keays of Master’s Apprentices, Matt Taylor and Phil Manning of Chain, Billy Thorpe, Normie Rowe Angry Anderson and others, paid him the biggest compliments ever, when they credited him and his early rockabilly style of singing, as being one of the main reasons to enter show business. Some said his early hits were amongst their first purchases.
‘Crikey!’ Steve Irwin Tribute.CD
The single  ‘Crikey!’ which he wrote as a tribute to Steve Irwin so kids could sing along and remember him in a happy way, is still doing fine in Oz and USA. It is a great success in OZ and USA schools with many of them having kids sing and dance to the song.  Radio stations are also amazed at the listener reactions.

Tamworth Festival – Wintersun Festival
He and The Leemen always headline and feature record breaking seasons in Tamworth and Coolangatta at these great festivals.

 CD-DVD Releases in 2008
A new CD, Lonnie Lee - The Definitive Original Collection – Volume 4 will be released and like the previous volumes, is already in demand.  He will also release another DVD this time featuring clips of his many appearances on Bandstand and Six O’Clock Rock etc. Classic viewing.

The Light of Love album
This album is proving extremely popular by both radio and fan. Lonnie wrote all but 2 of the songs in a Doo Wop style. They feature ‘Can’t you see it in my eyes’, which is still receiving very good play across OZ , ‘Best Friends’ and ‘Lonely Nights and Lonely Days’ .
TWO shows in ONE - CRY! The music of Johnnie Ray and The Best of Lonnie Lee
In this unique and exciting show Lonnie takes the audience on a journey to experience the songs and style of the biggest star before Elvis, Johnnie Ray. He is called the bridge between the crooners and Rock’n’Roll and much of Elvis came from him. Lonnie’s voice brings these songs into today with incredible impact. The other part of the show is The Best of Lonnie Lee where he features his Gold Hits and songs from his classic and new albums as well as a tribute to his friend Johnny O’Keefe.
Country-Rockabilly Album ‘North West Mail’
His recent release, the self penned country rockabilly album, ‘North West Mail’ is a celebration of 50 years on stage. The album features songs in similar styles to those which influenced him in the 50’s.  The singles, ‘It takes me back’ (but the creeks don’t run) and My Rockabilly Band have been extremely well received by radio and fans.
Recent Books released.
His two recent books are very much in demand by media and fan alike. Six O’Clock Rock –Facts and Johnny O’Keefe – The Facts  are a true trip back to the early Aussie Rock times.
